The 2011 Pan American Games Sailing Qualification System was developed by the Pan American Sailing Federation (PASAF) and the ISAF Technical Delegate.. 

1.0
ENTRY QUOTAS
1.1  
A Member National Authority (MNA) may have no more than one entry in each of the nine Pan American sailing events. Qualification procedures and rulings will be the responsibility of the PASAF Qualification Committee composed of two members of the PASAF Executive Committee, the ISAF Technical Delegate and the host country director of the Pan American regatta.

a)    National Olympic Committee (NOC) commitment to participate must be in writing and delivered to PASAF and the host country not later than Midnight Thursday July 14. 1, 2011.

b)    The identity of the participating athletes must be finalized, in writing and delivered to PASF and the host country not later than Midnight, Wednesday Sept. 14, 2011
c)    The NOC is the organization in each Pan American country in charge of the Olympic sports and recognized by the International Olympic Committee (IOC). The MNA is the organization in each Pan American country in charge of the sport of sailing and recognized by ISAF. Note: PASO may change the above dates.

The number of athletes is sixteen from the host MNA and 124 from the other PASAF member MNA’s. 

1.4  
The Qualification Committee may modify the events or number of athletes in an individual event after the last valid qualifying event provided that the total number of 140 athletes is not exceeded. The purpose for doing so will be solely to achieve the 140 athlete quota allowed.

2.0
MEMBER NATIONAL AUTHORITY QUALIFICATION
2.1  
The host MNA automatically qualifies for one entry for each of the nine Pan American sailing events.

2.2
Other MNA’s who have respective national authorities in good standing with PASAF at the time of the qualifying event may qualify for one entry (of their choice) in that Pan American sailing event.

2.3  
Any unclaimed qualification position will form a pool of available entry positions. The Qualification Committee will administer the pool. Positions will be attributed as follows:

a)    The first priority shall be given to MNA’s for a Pan American sailing event in which they have won a Gold Medal in the same event at the immediately preceding Regional Games.

b)    Any remaining entries shall be assigned taking into consideration Regional Games results, the ISAF World Ranking List (if applicable), overall Pan American Qualification results and continental balance, not necessarily in this order.

c)    Within the pool, event quotas may be re-assigned among events, as the Qualification Committee deems appropriate.

3.0
EVENTS
3.1  
Bearing in mind the possibility that a chosen event might not be a valid series, the following will apply.

a)    If an event chosen as a qualification event is invalid, then the slots will be split among the valid events for that class in proportion decided by the Qualification Committee.

 b)    In the highly unlikely event that all chosen events are invalid then the Qualification Committee will choose all of the slots.

3.2 
Competitors from a minimum of three countries must compete at an event for it to be a valid qualification event. 

3.3  
Regardless of the number of slots the Qualification Committee ends up choosing, it will take into consideration the results of the other major class events which took place during the three years immediately prior to the Pan American Games with emphasis on the preceding 18 months.

4.0
NATIONALITY and AGE
4.1  
A competitor may compete to qualify for the 2011 Pan American Regatta only for the nation for which he or she is IOC eligible.

4.2  
Once a competitor has qualified a nation (in any event) he or she may not thereafter qualify another nation, irrespective of any change in their nationality as defined by the IOC, or in the case of multiple citizenships.

4.3  
Nationality rules and requirements apply to all members of the crew. 

4.4
All competitors must be at least 15 years old during the year of the games.

5.2
In addition to the number of countries to be qualified, an "alternate" or backup country will be selected at the last qualification event in each class.  The "alternate" will be  used to replace any qualified country that does not send a competitor to the Games.
